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Speech and Hearing Screening Camp

A Speech and Hearing Screening Camp was organized by Aarupadai Veedu Medical
College & Hospital (AVMC) on 16 November 2025, in collaboration with the Rotary
Club of Neyveli Green City, at Block 1, Neyveli. Two students from SRBS actively
participated in the screening procedures under the supervision of Mr. Vinayagamurthi
and Ms. Vaishnavi, who served as camp coordinators. A total of 23 individuals were
assessed during the camp, out of which 20 were referred to the Audiology Department
for further evaluation and management. The outreach initiative provided timely
identification of hearing and speech difficulties among the community and highlighted
the role of SRBS students in supporting clinical services through field exposure.

Following that, one more Speech and Hearing Screening Camp was conducted by the
School of Rehabilitation and Behavioural Sciences (SRBS) on 27.11.2025 and
28.11.2025 at GV Special School, Chidambaram. 34 students from SRBS functioned
for screening with the guidance of the camp-in-charge, Mr.Ramanakumar,
Mr.Vinayagamurthi and Ms.Vaishnavi.
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
